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	Walter Kerr by Divine Permission by Divine Permission Bishop of Sarum To all to whom these presents shall come or whom they may in anywise or at any time hereafter concern Whereas it hath been duly represented unto us in and by the Petition in writing of the Reverend Thomas Anthony Methuen Clerk Rector of the Rectory and Parish Church of  Allcannings in the County of Wilts and our Diocese of Sarum and of the Churchwardens and some of the principal Inhabitants of the said Parish that the Parish Church of Allcannings aforesaid is of large dimensions and that at a Vestry meeting of the Inhabitants lately duly holden in and for the same Parish it was resolved to be expedient to remove the partitions dividing the vestry from the Church and the entrance to the tower and also two small seats adjoining thereto to build a partition wall on the west side of the Vestry between the Vestry and north Aisle to dig out the earth for and to erect a warming apparatus on the South side of the Vestry and build brick walls around the same to dig out the earth and to insert in the north wall of the Vestry a Grating and build a wall to enclose the same and to construct a cold air flue from the grating along under the floor of the vestry to the Apparatus to construct two warm air flues from the Apparatus one to open into the nave and the other into the north Aisle to erect a seat near the apparatus in the place of the one removed and to execute other works incidental thereto according to and in the manner delineated described and set forth in the Plan and Specification annexed to the said Petition and now therewith lying deposited in our Registry marked P and S That the estimated cost of the said works is Sixty five pounds the whole of which will be obtained from private subscriptions and the same and any further sum necessary for the completion of the works the Petitioners undertake to provide when required And Whereas the said Rector Churchwardens and other persons aforesaid have petitioned us that we would grant our License and Faculty authorizing and empowering the said Rector and Churchwardens and their Successors to execute the aforesaid works in and about the said Parish Church according to and in the manner delineated described and set forth in the said Plan and Specification and authorizing and empowering them to appropriate the old materials to the furtherance of such works and we duly considering the premises and being willing and inclining to comply with such the Petition of the said Rector Churchwardens and other persons by granting the said Rector and Churchwardens such our License and Faculty as aforesaid provided our so doing would not be in the least detrimental prejudicial or inconvenient to the Parishioners and Inhabitants of the said Parish or to any other persons interested in the same did at the promotion of the said Rector and Churchwardens issue forth our Proclamation citatory with intimation under the Seal of Office of the Worshipful Robert Joseph Phillimore Doctor of Laws our Vicar General and Official Principal of our Consistorial and Episcopal Court of Sarum enjoining the same to be published by affixing a true and authentic Copy thereof on or near to the Principal door of the Parish Church of Allcannings aforesaid before the time of Divine Service in the Forenoon of Sunday the twentieth day of the present month of January thereby citing and admonishing Stephen Neate and Simon Hitchcock Churchwardens of the said Parish in special and other Parishioners Inhabitants and Landowners within the same Parish and all others whomsoever having or claiming to have any interest in this behalf in general to appear before the said Vicar General and Official Principal his lawful Surrogate or other competent Judge in this behalf in the Cathedral Church of Sarum and place of Episcopal Consistory there on Thursday the twenty second day of the same month of January and at the hour of ten of the Clock in the forenoon of the same day if a Court day otherwise the next Court day at the like hour then and there to shew cause and in due form of law to set forth their objections if they or any or either of them had or knew any against granting our License and Faculty as aforesaid intimating unto them the said Churchwardens in special and to all others in general cited and admonished as aforesaid that if they or any or either of them should not appear at the time and place before mentioned or appearing should not shew just lawful and conclusive cause to the contrary the said Vicar General and Official Principal his lawful Surrogate or other competent Judge in that behalf should and would proceed to grant our License and Faculty for the purpose aforesaid the absence or rather the contumacy of the parties in special as well as in general or their inability to shew cause to the contrary thereof in anywise notwithstanding And Whereas the said Proclamation citatory with intimation was duly published on that day and in manner therein assigned as by a Certificate of the said Reverend Thomas Anthony Methuen Clerk the Rector of the said Parish thereon endorsed it doth and may more fully appear and was also duly returned into the Registry of our said Court on or about the twenty first day of the same month of January And Whereas before the Surrogate of the said Vicar General and Official Principal in our said Consistorial and Episcopal Court judicially sitting on the day and at the hour in the said Proclamation citatory for that purpose firstly mentioned the parties in special and in general so as aforesaid and admonished and intimated were three times publicly precognized and called to appear and they or any or either of them in no wise were appearing but wholly absenting themselves and by no means making any objections against our proceedings the said Surrogate did thereupon decree all and singular the said several persons as well in special as in general so as aforesaid cited admonished and intimated and absenting themselves to be contumacious and to have severally deserted their rights and interests if they had any in this behalf and in pain of such their absence and contumacy did further decree that a License and Faculty should be granted to the said Rector and Churchwardens according to the tenor and effect of the intimation contained in the said Proclamation citatory (as in and by the acts and proceedings of our said Consistorial and Episcopal Court relation being thereto had it doth and may more fully appear) Know Ye Therefore that we the Bishop aforesaid Have given and granted and by these presents Do give and grant unto the said Rector and Churchwardens and their Successors our License and Faculty authorizing and empowering them to execute the aforesaid Works according to and in manner delineated described and set forth in the said Plan and Specification and also authorizing and empowering them to appropriate the old materials to the furtherance thereof hereby ratifying and confirming such portion of the said works as may have been already commenced Provided nevertheless that all Monuments or Monumental Tablets within the said Church which it may be found necessary to remove shall be carefully preserved and at the completion of the works be replaced as near as circumstances will admit in situations corresponding with those they now respectively occupy And further that all bones or deposits which it may be found necessary to remove or disturb shall be immediately carefully and decently reinterred within the Churchyard of the said Church In Witness whereof We have caused the Seal of Office of our said Vicar General and Official Principal of our said Consistorial and Episcopal Court which in this behalf we use to be affixed to these Presents Dated at Sarum this twenty fifth day of January in the year of our Lord One thousand
